Minutes from the 
December 11, 2006 Meeting
     resident Rich
    Harper called the 
meeting of December 
11 to to order at 7:42 
p.m. The minutes 
of the November 13 
meeting were read and 
accepted.

Presidentôs Report: 
Rich asked if there were any developments regarding 
the ý eld. Jon Chappell reported on the access road. 
Jon, Lou Melý , Jack Mitchell and Kevin King had 
talked to Jack Alseph, the Maintenance Supervisor, 
who was the one who opened the gate. 

There is now only one gate open, and weôre to use 
that for both entering and exiting, even though thereôs 
a one-way arrow on the pavement pointing outward 
toward the exit. He said thatôs okay, we can use it as 
a two-way road, and that gate will be open all winter. 
We do not have to drive around.

Jack seems to be a nice guy and he supports us, 
Jon continued. Sherwood Island State Park is in the 
process of selecting a new Park Manager. Jack is 
the Maintenance Supervisor and reports to the Park 
Manager. Bill, whom some of you know, is the acting 
Park Manager, and is in contention for the position, 
along with some outside candidates.

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This 1/9th scale radio-controlled C-17 model was 
built in the United Kingdom. To date it has about 
20 þights. It was built as the centerpiece of a 15-
program television series produced in the U.K.

Built with the aid of three friends, it took one 
year to build and is powered with 4 Jetcat P-
120 turbines with a total thrust of 108 lbs. The 
model weighs over 250 lbs. fueled, and carries 
3.3 gallons (12.5 liters) of 95% kerosene and 5% 
turbine oil fuel.

Other details include:
¶ 5 Futaba PCM receivers
¶ 16 battery packs (93 cells)
¶ 20 Futaba servos
¶ Onboard air compressor
¶ Electro/pneumatic retracts 
¶ Wingspan: 20'8"
¶ Height: 74ò to top of ýn
¶ AUW: 264 lbs.

The rear cargo doors open and they drop an R/C 
jeep on a pallet, as well as two free-fall R/C 
parachutists. The model also has smoke systems 
for both of the inboard turbines, and uses a 2.4 
GHz data link to provide real-time data to a 
laptop computer on the ground while in þight. 
This data includes airspeed, turbine RPM, EGT, 
fuel consumption, etc.

It is covered in ýberglass and epoxy resin. Itôs 
built mainly from balsa and ply, with many glass 
and carbon ýber moldings to reduce weight. 
This C-17 Globe Master III is one of the largest 
jet models in the world today, complete with 
retractable landing gear and pneumatically 
operated þaps.
